�� Register as soon as you come to Jalsa and put on your 
name badge. 
�� Notify security about any suspicious characters not 
wearing a badge. 
�� Offer Salat in congregation at designated times. 
�� Observe proper mosque etiquette when in the prayer 
area. 
�� Listen quietly during the recitation of the Holy Quran. 
�� Not disturb others by talking among yourselves during 
the formal sessions. 
�� Attend Jalsa sessions in marquees at proper times. 
�� Not visit the dining tent or stalls during formal sessions. 
�� Not waste food and keep the dining area clean. 

�� Keep the bathrooms clean and report any non-
functional bathrooms as soon as possible. 
�� Be courteous to fellow attendees of the Jalsa. 
�� Show respect to your elders and act in a kind manner 
to those younger than you. 
�� Not waste time in idle gossip but spend their spare time 
in remembering Allah. 
�� Wear Islamic clothing. Men and women should cover 
their heads. 
�� Women must observe Purdah and men must observe 
"Ghaz-e-Basr"(lowering of the eyes). 
�� Men should not crowd near the women's entrance. 
�� Families should fix their meeting points beforehand to 
avoid crowding in these areas. 
�� Make sure that children as well as teenagers are at 
their best behavior. 
�� Mothers should come prepared and bring formula, 
supplies and diapers etc for their infants. 
�� Constantly pray for the success of the Jalsa.

Guidelines from Department of Sanat o Dastkari - Asia Maryam  

The Annual Exhibition is always one of the main highlights of the Annual Jalsa- but we have also has some 
issues in past regarding it- which we aim to minimize this year InshAllah. Majlis Presidents should make sure 
they read these to their members regularly.  
 
�� During the proceedings of the Jalsa the Exhibition will be closed, and only open during breaks 
�� Competition items are to be received no later then Friday at 9.00am sharp (the first day of Jalsa)- any items received 

after this will NOT be included in the competitions 
�� Do not approach the judges, nor Sect Exhibition regarding judging, if you are not happy. Also do not openly discuss 

such matters- refer it to your Majlis president.  
�� During Judging NO members are allowed inside. Previously Nasirat and Lajna try to constantly peek, or disturb the 

judgment process to ask the results. Similarly please DO NOT line outside the marquee either. 
�� As soon as the break is announced, each Majlis Sect Exhibition is to come to their Majlis stalls- as we cannot possibly 

care for their items. 
�� NO Drinks or Food allowed at any time in the Exhibition marquee (that includes the Majlis Sect Exhibitions also). If 

those on duties need to eat- they should organise another member of their Majlis to look after their stall while they go 
to Diyafat marquee to eat. 

�� Please organise your stall- such to separate handmade, unique item, and ready made items. If you have similar items 
in many colours/quantity, you do not have to display all of them. Rather only place 1-2 samples.

� All members need to make sure that they have 
been registered for each of the days and remember to 
bring your ID cards with you.  
� Combing your hairs in mosque/Jalsa gah are not 
allowed and also in bathroom/toilet area as it creates 
a lot of mess and hairs are hard to clean because 
they spread all over the place. Please remember to 
observe and maintain personal hygiene. 
Under no circumstances are sanitary nap-
kins and/or diapers to be discarded in the 
toilets. Please remind members of the 
correct way to dispose of these items. We 
will have sanitary/diaper bins available for 
this purpose. Please make sure members 
are aware of this. 
� Mothers need to make sure that they follow instruc-
tions and use commonsense during this event. A lot 
of effort and resources are being provided for the 
comfort and ease of mothers, please respect and use 
them appropriately and make sure that your child is 
with you at all times instead of running all over the 
place and being noisy. Mothers will be responsible for 
their children and their actions, therefore encourage 
your children to sit and listen to the proceeding to 
reap the benefits and rewards from this event. 
� Maintain straight rows for Salat, even if there is no 
secretary to guide. The rows at the front should be full 
before you can start a new row and there should be 
no gaps. Respect all etiquettes of Salat. 
� Observe silence during Jalsa proceedings, during 
or right before Salat and during khutba. During 
khutba, heads should be covered with dupatta or 
scarf. 
� Shoes should be placed in plastic 
bags and those bags should be kept 
safely with your personal items. No 
shoes should be visible in any parts of 
the main Jalsa Gah. Volunteers that are on Shoe 
Duty will not be responsible for member’s shoes. 
� During jalsa everyone should be inside the 
mosque/Jalsa Gah and listening to the sessions not 
sitting outside or in ziafat Marquee and talking. If 
there are people in the Ziafat/Exhibition Marquees 
talking or gathering for social benefits, they will be 
asked to move. Please follow and respect these di-
rections. 
� If you are not offering Salat then you 
should not be sitting in the mosque and 
talking with friends. You can leave the mosque and sit 
there, or you can ask the duty in-charge to give you a 
duty and you can help them doing that while Salat is 

in progress. But you should not disturb the people 
who are offering Salat. 
� All halqa sadr should give us names of 2 or 3 
members of your halqa who are willing to work with 
Secretary Tarbiyyat and please kindly give the names 
of members who you know will work because some-
times Sadrs present the name of girls but at jalsa who 

don’t turn up for their duties. Interstate mem-
bers who are working/helping as volunteers 
should contact Secretary Tarbiyyat and ask 
her about your duty and perform the given 
duty. They must report at the specific place 
where duties have been allocated on time as 
during jalsa it gets really hard to find people 
and tell them that it’s your duty now so every-

one should remember their times and place of duty. If 
you have taken a duty, it’s your responsibility to be on 
time. 
�  Any kind of food is not allowed in mosque/jalsa 
gah. Chips, juices, chocolates, lollies or any other 
kind of junk food or normal home made foods are not 
allowed in mosque even milk bottles are not allowed 
inside as it creates a lot of mess. Foods should be 
eaten at the provided place and kids should always 
be in the supervision of mothers and/or older sisters/
brothers. If any member is seen to be consuming 
food/drink they will be asked to leave and their names 
reported to their respective presidents. If children are 
seen to be wandering with food in the Mosque/ Jalsa 
Gah, the food will be confiscated and given to the 
discipline volunteers. It will be up to the mothers to 
retrieve the food items before the end of the day. 

� Young girls should respect the duty in
-charges and should listen to their in-
structions and also if they see any eld-
erly aunty they should give them place to 
sit on a chair as it’s harder for them to sit 

on floor. 
� Younger Lajna and Older Nasirat should always be 
on their best behaviour and listen and be obedient 
towards the volunteers and discipline departments. 
They should practice high levels of social etiquettes 
and set a higher standard of respect and obedience. 
They should offer assistance to elderly members and 
vacate seats as needed by the elderly less mobile 
members. 
� Please follow the directions of 
the Security team; they are there 
for your benefit. Please make 
them aware of any hazards or 
security concerns that may arise.
